CIRCULATION

NON-FICTION

Down by almost 10% again.  We are working extra hard at re-building the collection, but
with the instant availability etc. of online resources I believe we will see the numbers
eventually flatten, but no guess as to when.  We will continue, though, to develop the
collection to maintain its currency and accuracy.

FICTION

Numbers saw relatively no change to 2009 data.  Changing the shelving arrangement to
author last name to genre didn’t generate much of an increase, but at least it didn’t result
in a decline.  No real answer can be given until we have a trend of at least three to five
years.

CHILDREN NON-FICTION

An identical decline as was shown with adult non-fiction.  Work for this area will be more
detailed such as:

assist Sara with selection

more aggressive weeding

more in-house marketing

MULTI-MEDIA

Numbers down by 6.5%.  Not a huge decline, but with online resources sometimes free
and plentiful, it will be difficult to compete.  Some sections are very cramped and it has
been aggressively weeded.  Better in-house arrangement/shelving has potential to help,
but we need to keep the area open and invited and not like the multi-media department
at the old building.

OTHER CIRCULATION ITEMS

Better record keeping and recording made a considerable difference.  Taking out the
numbers from the patron counter still allowed for a considerable increase.  So people
know we are here and they are definitely coming into the building.

We REALLY need to switch our wireless systems.  They need to be upgraded so we can
have a count of how many people are actually using our resources.  The number, though,
will not be totally representative.  Wireless devices of all types will be recorded such as
cell phones, wireless PDAs and the like.  So far, I don’t know how to separate these types
of uses into something meaningful.

Community outreach is certainly at a positive level, we just need to focus on which of the
marketing things we are using is giving us the best return.
