Lilly Endowment Community Scholarships provide full tuition, required fees, and up to $800 per year for
required books and equipment for four years of undergraduate study leading to a baccalaureate degree at any
Indiana public or private college or university accredited by the North Central Association of Colleges and
Schools.

Please carefully review all of the information listed below, including eligibility, required documents, submission
guidelines, financial aid application and due date. The financial aid application will require parental
participation.

ELIGIBILITY
Student must:

.:. be a resident of St. Joseph County, Indiana .
•:. graduate from an accredited Indiana high school by June 30, 2008 .
•:. intend to pursue a full-time baccalaureate course of study beginning in the Fall of 2008 at an accredited

public or private Indiana college or university .
•:. possess a minimum cumulative GP A of 3.8 OR an SAT score of 1800 out of 2400 (or ACT

equivalent if SAT not available) at the conclusion of the sixth semester. We will accept the
highest verbal, math and written scores if the SAT was taken more than once.

Eligibility Note: Students entitled to receive free tuition at their university of choice will not be
considered for this scholarship. In addition, family members of those serving on the scholarship
nomination committee or Community Foundation staff are deemed ineligible (defined as spouses, lineal
descendants and their spouses, siblings and their spouses).

REQUIRED DOCUMENTS
TWO (2) COPIES OF:

o Tvpewritten application form. (Downloadable at www.cfsjc.org/grantopp/scholarships.html)
o I-page letter of recommendation from a person in a leadership position who knows you well (e.g.

teacher, principal, guidance counselor) submitted with the application in a separate, sealed envelope,
with the author's signature across the seal. Letters should not come from family members.

o Official transcript through Junior year, spring semester (6th semester) that includes your high school class
ranking*.
*y ou may need to request that your class ranking be printed on your transcript.
Failure to provide an official transcript in the application packet will cause the application to be
ineligible.

o Official copy of ACT/SAT results (results listed on your official transcript will be accepted).
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
